e The above list contains some but not all of the reckless and distracted driving choices that could get you
disqualified. It does not matter if you are driving in the middle of nowhere, in a parking lot, or very, very
slowly while demonstrating reckless and distracted driving.

The video format must be MP4 and the maximum file size is 512 MB.
